Endings: repeating back

This author uses a repeated 
line or idea in the opening and 
closing of the story:

(walking by the Rio,
where the green chilies grow

walking by the Rio
where the red chilies dry)

you might weave into your 
beginning and ending so you 
“circle” back like this author 
has.
